Scheme Corridor Options

At this stage of the assessment
process, the focus is on the
identification of a corridor rather
than a specific route. This means
that the work undertaken by DRD
Roads Service will be to identify if
the route should pass to the north
or south of the village.

It is too early in the process to
suggest what landowners will be
affected or how any particular
area will be impacted.

Once the preferred corridor has
been chosen, the next stage of
the assessment will concentrate
on actual alignment options. This
process should be complete in
around 12 months from now.

It should be noted it is not the
cheapest option that will be
chosen, but the one which
provides the highest economic
and environmental benefits.
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What Happens Next?

The Department plans to complete Stage 1 and only proceed to Stage 2 if further assessment is required to define a single route
corridor (Stage 1 may recommend more than one route corridor).

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PURPOSE OF PUBLIC CONSULTATION

This public consultation has been arranged to inform elected
representatives and members of the public of the progress on
the proposed A2 Ballykelly Bypass, and to give them an
opportunity to express their views on the proposals presented.
This consultation forms part of a Preliminary Options
Assessment i.e. Stage 1 of a three stage assessment process.
Roads Service will present two wide corridor options that lie to
the north and south of Ballykelly. The objective at the end of
Stage 1 will be to select one, or possibly both, of these corridors
for consideration of defined route options at Stage 2.

INTRODUCTION

This initial scheme assessment for Ballykelly Bypass has been
brought forward due to the planned disposal of lands at
Shackleton Barracks by the Ministry of Defence (MOD). At this
time, the assessment will be limited to investigating if an
identified route corridor affects these lands.

This section of the A2 through Ballykelly forms part of the
Northern Key Transport Corridor linking the Belfast Metropolitan
Area to Coleraine and Londonderry. The existing corridor is a
mixture of motorway, dual and single carriageway.

The A2 Ballykelly Bypass scheme is contained in the recently
published Investment Strategy for Northern Ireland and is one
of a number of schemes included in the 10 Year Forward
Planning Schedule.

Schemes can only progress to construction following a
thorough examination of alternative options, availability of
finance, economic assessment and the relevant statutory
procedures.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

Traffic through Ballykelly is a mixture of local traffic and
strategic traffic and is currently in excess of 16,000 vehicles per
day. With traffic levels continuing to grow traffic congestion will
increase and road safety will deteriorate. The construction of a
bypass would remove strategic traffic from the village, thereby
reducing congestion at peak periods and improving both safety
and the environment in Ballykelly.

THE SCHEME ASSESSMENT PROCESS

During the development of a proposed scheme, there are three
stages when a scheme assessment report is required to
be completed with the following aims:

Stage 1 Identify the environmental, engineering, economic and
traffic advantages, disadvantages and constraints
associated with broadly defined improvement
strategies.

Identify the factors to be taken into account in choosing
alternative routes or improvement schemes and to
identify the environmental, engineering, economic and
traffic advantages, disadvantages and constraints
associated with those routes or schemes. This stage
will culminate in the selection of a preferred route option
Identify clearly the advantages and disadvantages, in
environmental, engineering, economic and traffic terms,
of the Overseeing Department’s preferred route or
scheme option.

We are currently in Stage 1 of the assessment reporting process, and
are assessing the alternative corridor options. We are anxious to
hear your opinion on the proposals as they stand, and how each
option would affect you, whether you are a driver, pedestrian,
landowner or simply someone with an interest in the scheme.
